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December Holiday Marketing, Communications, Celebrations and Decor 
Fair Housing Guidance


General Principle: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]No “religious” symbols, imagery, or language should be used in Bozzuto marketing, communications, celebrations or décor during the December holidays.  However, as listed below, certain formerly religious symbols that are now deemed “ecumenical” may be used. These permitted “ecumenical” symbols include holiday trees (that should be referred to as “holiday trees” and not “Christmas trees”) and Menorahs.

Decorations

Permitted Decorations
· Holiday Trees
· Poinsettias, wreathes and bushes
· Menorahs
· Santa
· Elves
· Carolers 
· Reindeer
· Snowmen
· Snowflakes
· Characters such as Frosty, Rudolph, The Grinch, Elf on the Shelf
· All colors including red and green, blue and white
· Sleighs or sleds
· Presents and toys
· Candy Canes
· Twinkling lights and candles
· Gingerbread houses and figures
· Dreidels
· Gold coins



Prohibited Decorations
· Nativity scenes
· Religious figures such as Baby Jesus 
· Crucifixes/crosses
· Bibles
· Star of David
· Angels
· Wise men
· Baby Jesus type figurines
· Churches or Temples
· Biblical/religious quotes

Exception:  To the extent residents are allowed to decorate their apartment doors, package shelves and balconies, they must be allowed to display religious symbols such as nativity scenes

Holiday Music  Holiday music may be played but avoid overtly religious carols such as “Silent Night,” “O Come, O Come Emanuel”
